AMPA is the Annual Meeting of the Provincial Assembly of OSSTF

The Provincial Assembly is the supreme legislative body of OSSTF/FEESO and is responsible for establishing or amending Federation policies, bylaws, constitutions, budgets, the annual Action Plan. Every other year AMPA is responsible for the election of the Provincial Executive and OTF Governors. 
Representatives from every bargaining unit in the province gather at the Sheraton Centre in downtown Toronto on the first weekend of the March Break to make decisions about the future direction of OSSTF. It is important therefore that as a District 17 representative to AMPA that you are fully committed to the process.  

Your Commitment:
Decisions are made at AMPA that require you to be knowledgeable of the issues that OSSTF is dealing with. This means that you will be required to attend three (3) meetings prior to AMPA… two (2) local meetings - one meeting in January and one meeting in February - plus one (1) Regional meeting (usually held the weekend before AMPA) so that you understand the issues being considered. It also means that your attendance and participation is expected for the entire duration of AMPA from Friday night through to 4 PM Monday afternoon. While you will be given some time off during the weekend (that’s why we also elect alternates*) your full commitment is required.

Costs:
All applicable expenses such as accommodation, food, mileage and parking are paid for either by the District or the Province.
